Me gusta really means ‘it is pleasing to me’.Use gusta
with singular nouns and with verbs in the infinitive:

Me gusta el espanol.
No me gusta el queso.
Me gusta jugar al futbol.

Use gustan with plural nouns:

Me gustan los gatos.
No me gustan los ratones.

21.1 Tener

Tener is used to describe physical feelings:

Tengo hambre. I'm hungry.
Tengo sed. I'm thirsty.
Tengo calor. I'm hot.
Tengo frio. I'm cold.

21.2 Deber, tener que, hay que
These are three verbs for saying what you should do:

Los atletas tienen que entrenar todos los dias.
Athletes have to train every day.

No deben comer comida basura.

They shouldn 't eat junk food.

Tienen que beber mucha agua.

They have to drink a lot of water.

Hay que llevar ropa ligera en verano.

They should wear light clothing in summer.

21.3 Hacer

Hacer can be used to say how long you have been
doing something:

;Cudnto tiempo hace que estudias espanol?
For how long have you been learning Spanish?
Hace tres anos que estudio francés.

Ive been learning French for three years.

Hace dos dias que me duele mucho la cabeza.
Ive had a headache for two days.

Hace mucho tiempo que no veo a mis primos.
I haven 't seen my cousins for ages.

Notice that hacer is used in the present tense here
when in English we use a past tense.
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21.4 Soler

Soler is a radical changing verb like jugar or dormir. It
is followed by the infinitive to describe what you
usually do:

Suelo levantarme a las seis y media.

I usually get up at half past six.

Mis padres suelen ir al cine los viernes por la tarde.
My parents usually go to the cinema on Friday
evenings.

22 Verbs (9): the passive

Se is sometimes used in Spanish for passive and
impersonal statements, i.e. when the person or subject
is not specified. Most verbs are in the singular when
followed by an infinitive:

Se habla espafiol en México.

Spanish is spoken in Mexico.

Se habla inglés y francés en Canada.
English and French are spoken in Canada.

But poder is one of the exceptions. It changes to the
plural if the subject is plural.

Se puede hacer windsurfing en Tarifa.
You can do windsurfing in Tarifa.

Se pueden practicar muchos deportes en Andalucia.

You can do many sports in Andalucia.
